I, SI Binup Mahato of Bagdogra Ps , Siliguri Police Commissionerate do here by lodged this
complaint against the above noted accused persons to the effect that on 15.04.23 at 13-15 hrs
received a secret source information that two female persons were standing at Bihar More after
getting off from Bus from Malda direction and waiting for Naxalbari bound Bus with huge quantity of
brown sugar for clandestinely disposal of the same illegally and informed the matter to duty officer
of PS.

Jhumki Dhar left for the spot at 13-25 hrs to verify the veracity of the information vide corresponding
Bagdogra PS G.D.E. No. 678 dtd 15.04.23 and Bagdogra PS M.C.C No- 2052/23 Dt.15.04.23.

At the time of departure from Police Station 1 bring spring weighing clock, smalt balance with stone,
envelope, paper, sealing wax, gum, seal, emergency light etc .
