No.446/GOA/SPC/V dated 18.01.2019, the partial modification in respect of Central Narcotics Malkhana, Siliguri Police Commissionerate for storage of Narcotic Drugs seized in various Police Stations of Siliguri Police Commissionerate is done. 

 As per provisions laid down in Notification vide No. GSR-38(E) of Ministry of Finance (Department of Revenue) dated 16.01.2015 of Government of India and instruction issued vide Order dated 28.01.2016 passed by the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in Criminal Appeal No.652 of 2012, following procedure is being laid down for Receipt and Storage of Drugs for entire area under the jurisdiction of Siliguri Police Commissionerate.

1. All Drugs shall be stored in a Godown named as “Central Narcotics Malkhana, Siliguri Police Commissionerate” located on Second Floor of Siliguri Police Station Building and Assistant Commissioner of Police, Detective Department – I, Siliguri Police Commissionerate will act as Ex-Officio Officer-in-Charge of such Godown and Shri Manik Debnath, Inspector of Police, Detective Department , Siliguri Police Commissionerate, Siliguri as Additional Officer-in-Charge.

2. It is also ordered that Shri Manik Debnath, Inspector of Police, Detective Department, Siliguri Police Commissionerate will act as the Nodal Officer to deal with the matters related to Narcotics under the jurisdiction of Siliguri Police Commissionerate.

3. The Central Narcotics Malkhana, Siliguri Police Commissionerate shall contain Almirahs with Double Locking System, as per requirement placed by the Officer-in-Charge to the Competent Authority. A Head Clerk List shall be maintained for keeping stock of such almirahs. The two keys of almirah shall always remain in custody of Officer-in-Charge and Additional Officer-in-Charge, one with each of them. The Main Gate Keys of Central Narcotics Malkhana, Siliguri Police Commissionerate shall remain with Officer-in-Charge, Central Narcotics Malkhana.

4. The Officer-in-Charge of a Police Station or the Investigating Officer of the case shall prepare an inventory of seized articles and shall submit a prayer before Magistrate with an application U/S 524(ii) of NDPS Act for taking a portion of seized articles as sample and photograph of sample to be taken and Magistrate shall certify both the sample and the photographs along with the inventory. The Investigating Officer shall send the sample which was drawn for testing to FSL and to be obtained the report of Chemical Examiner at an early date.

5. Each seizing Officer of any Police Station of Siliguri Police Station shall deposit the Drug fully packed & sealed in the Central Narcotics Malkhana at Second Floor of Siliguri Police Station Building within 48 (forty eight) hours of such seizure with a forwarding Memo. indicating NDPS Crime Reference, Sections, Name of the Accused, Description of the Drug and Total Numbers of Packets / Containers, etc. after taking action as per above Para – 3.

6. Seizing Officer shall obtain an acknowledgement from Officer-in-Charge, Central Narcotics Malkhana in Annexure – I (Copy enclosed). He shall produce two copies of Annexure – I to the Officer-in-Charge, Central Narcotics Malkhana who will return back a copy of the same to the Seizing Officer showing his receipt of the material. The Seizing Officer shall hand over an “Acknowledgement” after obtaining the same for such deposit in a prescribed format to the Investigating Officer of the case along with the necessary documents for further proceedings.

7. The Officer-in-Charge of the Central Narcotics Malkhana shall ensure that all the packets containing Drugs are packed, sealed & labelled properly, before accepting the same. If required, the Officer-in-Charge of the Central Narcotics Malkhana will arrange for proper packaging before accepting the drugs if the same is not packed in proper manner.

8. The Officer-in-Charge is required to maintain a Malkhana Register as per format of Annexure – II (Copy enclosed) wherein entries of receipt and disposal should be made as per format.

9. The Officer-in-Charge of Central Narcotics Malkhana shall maintain an Inspection Register, wherein the Inspecting Officers shall make their remarks and observations for ensuring adequate Security and Safety and for taking necessary measures for disposal of Drugs in time. Inspecting Officer shall record his Remarks / Observations in column No.15 of Malkhana Register as per format of Annexure – II.

10. The Officer-in-Charge of the Malkhana shall submit a Monthly Report mentioning Receipt, Deposit, Storage, Disposal, etc. of the seized Drugs to the authorities concerned. He shall also obtain copy of “Chemical Analysis Report” for putting up a proposal for disposal of Drugs within 30 days of its receipt.

11. The I.O. of the case or Officer-in-Charge / Inspector-in-Charge of the Police Stations shall send a copy of Chemical Examiner Report to Officer-in-Charge of the Central Narcotics Malkhana within 7 (seven) days of its receipt.

Act) and scrutiny of the Nomination papers will be held on 31st of March, 2021 for 3 ACs under Siliguri Sub Division and will be taken at Office of the Sub-Division Officer, Siliguri at Vivekananda Bhawan, Hill Cart Road, Siliguri under     Siliguri Police Commissionerate as per Memo No. 311/Elec Dated 21/03/2021 of Sub-Divisional Officer, Siliguri.

AND WHEREAS, with the declaration of State Assembly General Election, it is considered expedient to issue the following Prohibitory orders within the jurisdiction of Siliguri Police Commissionerate going for submission of nomination of candidates, in the interest of maintaining Law & Order and to prevent danger to human life, disturbance to public tranquillity and also to ensure smooth, free, fair and peaceful submission of nomination.  

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Devendra Prakash Singh, IPS, Commissioner of Police, Siliguri Police Commissionerate, Siliguri, District- Darjeeling in view of the volatile atmosphere prevailing in Siliguri Police Commissionerate area, as per specific direction of the ECI, the number of persons to accompany candidate for submission of Nomination is restricted to two (02) to be permitted to enter into the Nomination Centre and rest will not be permitted to enter into within the 100 (hundred) mtr. periphery as per norms and in exercise of power under sub section 2 of Section 144 Cr.P.C, 1973, do hereby prohibit Assembly of more than 2 persons in the area of 100 meters periphery of Vivekananda Bhawan, Hill Cart Road, Siliguri within the jurisdictional area of Siliguri Police Commissionerate and also to prohibit/ ban carrying of any arms (including firearms, sharp edged weapons, Khukuris, Dangi, Lathi, Danda and sticks) with immediate effect.

This order shall, however, not prevent the district administration to impound any licensed weapon of any person of such communities, if they are found to be indulging in violence posing a threat to maintenance of law & order and peaceful submission of Nomination. In these cases the firearms shall remain impounded till the completion of Nomination period.

Strict vigil shall be maintained by thorough checking of Lorries, light vehicles and all other vehicles to ensure that no undesirable elements or arms or ammunitions are being transported into the district from outside and to apprehend them, if they are doing so.

Exigency of the situation does not allow me to serve the notice to the aggrieved parties, if any, and order is passed ex-parte u/s 144(2) of Cr.P.C. of 1973.

 ASI (UB) 1098 Krishna Ch. Singha of Siliguri Police Commissionerate, Siliguri was charged with moral turpitude, indisciplined conduct and dereliction of duty of  unbecoming of a member of Police Force.  The charge as drawn up against ASI (UB) 1098 Krishna Ch. Singha is summarized below:- 
1.  On receiving a complaint on 28/01/2018 from one Shri Abhay Kumar Sahu , S/O Chalitar Sahu of Biman Nagar , Bhujiapani , PS – Bagdogra , Dist. Darjeeling through Ld. Addl. Chief Judicial Magistrate, Siliguri Court  u/s 156 (3) Cr. P.C., a Bagdogra PS case No. 21/18 dated 28/01/2018 u/s 218/465/506/120B has been started against ASI (UB)/1098 Krishna Ch. Singha    and others. He (ASI (UB)/1098 Krishna Ch. Singha) is the I.O. of the Bagdogra PS case No. 31/16 dated 07/02/2016 u/s 420/506/120B/34 IPC. The complainant in his complaint alleges that during investigation of the case Bagdogra PS case No. 31/16 dated 07/02/2016, on 01/03/2017 he took an agreement deed/paper dated 04/09/2015 from the de-facto complainant of the case, which was vital proof of the case. But, he falsely shows the date of seizure of the agreement deed/ paper as 13/02/2016 at 12.25 hrs. (i.e. 01 (one) years back) in his seizure list. Further the complainant alleges in his complaint that  he took the signature of the complainant on a blank paper on 01/03/2017 and converted the same as Zimmanama by writing in Bengali languages about which the complainant did  not know and he  gave the Zimmanama to the complainant which was actually false. On 10/01/2017 at 08.00 hrs., he  ASI (UB)/1098 Krishna Ch. Singha ) took the original cheque of Rs 4,50,000/- ( Rupees Four Lakhs Fifty Thousand only) of SBI, Bengdubi Branch which was issued to the complainant by the mother of  i) Shri Rajesh Sharma and II) Shri Dinesh Sharma both S/O Lt. Ram Kishan Sharma of near Charak Math Primary School, Natun para , Gossainpur, P.S. - Bagdogra , Dist. Darjeeling. But at the time of production of seizure list before the Ld. Court, he produced photocopy of the cheque instead of the original cheque. It appears that he has falsely and fraudulently prepared the seizure list for his wrongful gain to help the accused of case No. 31/16 dated 07/02/2016. Over this context, a Bagdogra PS case No. 21/18 dated 28/01/2018 u/s 218/465/506/120B has been started against him. Later on, he surrendered before this Ld. ACJM, Siliguri Court on 15/02/2018 and he was released on bail. His such act has tarnished the image of disciplined Police department in the eye of common people.   

2. On 12/01/2018 Shri Abhay Kumar Sahu , S/O Chalitar Sahu of Biman Nagar , Bhujiapani , PS.- Bagdogra , Dist.- Darjeeling filed the said complaint in the Court of Ld. Addl. Chief Judicial Magistrate, Siliguri against ASI (UB)/1098 Krishna Ch. Singha .  He (ASI (UB)/1098 Krishna Ch. Singha )  somehow came to know about the filing of a complaint against him  in the Ld. Court. On 25/01/2018 at  about 09.15 a.m.,  he along with other force went to the house of the complainant, Shri Abhay Kumar Sahu. He  threatened the complainant by saying that as to how he filed the case against him and he also threatened the complaint by saying that his wife and his children use to stay in his house and anytime something would happened upon them and they may be died . He also threatened him in different ways with an intention to compel the complainant to get fear and to withdraw the said case.  During his visit at the complainant’s house on 25/01/2018, he asked his Police van public driver one Philip @ Khokan Sarkar to take photograph of the complainant in different angle through his mobile phone with an intention to implicate the complainant in a false case and also to put him in danger for compelling him to withdraw the said case.  His  such indiscipline conduct and unlawful activity showed an aberration from the ethics of a disciplined department. 

The charged ASI (UB) 1098 Krishna Ch. Singha received the copy of Charge & statement of Allegation along with all relevant documents under his signature on 11/04/2018. The Charge Officer submitted his written explanation on 18/04/2018, wherein he prayed for an open enquiry. On completion of enquiry, Shri Dhiman Sarkar, the then Assistant Commissioner of Police (DD-I), SPC & E.O submitted his findings on 22/10/2018. 
The Charged Officer ASI (UB) 1098 Krishna Ch. Singha was heard by the undersigned personally on 11/03/2021, wherein he did not plead guilty.

 I have carefully gone through the deposition of prosecution witnesses, contents of exhibits, written statement of defence and all other related papers pertaining to this departmental enquiry. During course of enquiry, the Enquiry Officer had examined P.Ws and connected documents were referred to as exhibits. It is found that the enquiry was held as per rules and regulations and reasonable opportunity was also given to the Charged Officer to defend himself for the sake of natural justice. After weighing all documentary evidence, records, deposition of P.W.s, the E.O. submitted his findings on 22/10/2018 with the opinion that the charges as drawn up against the Charged Officer has been proved.

I agree with the findings of the E.O.. After applying my mind judiciously and considering his past service record, I pass the Final Order as:-


“The pay of the Charged ASI (UB) 1098 Krishna Ch. Singha is withheld by 01 (one) increment from the next date of his due increment for 01 (one) year without cumulative effect.”

 However, the decision in respect of charge no. [1] which is pending before the Ld. Court against the charged officer,  would be reviewed on receipt of the final verdict from the Ld. Court.

As per Rule 883 of PRB Vol –I the Charged Officer  is at  liberty to appeal against this order  before the  Commissioner of Police,  Siliguri Police Commissionerate within 37 (thirty seven) days from the receipt of the copy of  the Final  Order.

He reports his arrival at Reserve Office, Siliguri Police Commissionerate on 29.01.2021p.m  after staying unauthorised absent 168 (One Hundred and sixty eight) days. On 07.02.2021 at 10.00 hrs he was detailed for exam duty at Tarai-Tarapada School under Siliguri PS but again he was found unauthorised absent from the place of duty and report his arrival at Reserve Office Siliguri Police Commissionerate on.12.02.2021 a.m. He was absent from his Govt duties  w.e.f  03.08.2020 a.m to 09.08.2020 pm (07 days) , 15.08.2020 to 29.01.2021 (168 days) and 07.02.2021 a.m to 12.02.2021 a.m (06 days) total 181 days (One Hundred and Eighty One) days. 

 His unauthorized absence shows his lackadaisical attitude, gross negligence and dereliction of duty towards Govt. duty which is against of ethics of this disciplined department.

 The charged C/700 Sunil Oraon received the copy of Charge & Statement of Allegation along with all relevant documents under his signature on 08/03/2021. The Charged Constable submitted his written explanation on 15/03/2021, wherein he has pleaded guilty to the charge drawn against him. 
The Charged C/700 Sunil Oraon was heard by the undersigned personally on 16/03/2021, wherein he again admitted his guilt and begged for mercy. 

In view of all that has been stated above, it is evident that the Charged Const. is guilty of all the charges framed against him in the departmental proceedings. He himself has pleaded guilty, which has confirmed that his admission of guilt is at his freewill after being fully aware of the charges and implication of his admission. Last but not the least, the documents having exhibited and confirmed by a prosecution witnesses concerned make it beyond all reasonable doubt as to the guilt of the Charged Const. of all the charges. Considering the charges and his past service records, he should be meted out with severe punishment. 

Before awarding the punishment, however, it is my considered view that the following two points should not be ignored:-

1.The Charged C/700 Sunil Oraon has himself pleaded guilty to the charges indicating his realization of the guilt he committed and has expressed his repentance.

2.He has begged for mercy for the sake of his family assuring that he would never repeat such things in future.
