WHEREAS, it is felt expedient to pass certain direction to prevent obstructions, annoyance or injury to any person employed in connection with the examination and to prevent any danger to life, safety or disturbance to the examination and other persons;
WHEREAS, it is further felt expedient to arrange for speedy remedy in case of breach of peace and public tranquillity on the aforesaid day in and around the examination venue;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the power conferred by sub sec (1) read with sub sec (3) of Sec. 144 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 (2 of 1974) I, Sri Akhilesh Kumar Chaturvedi, IPS, Commissioner of Police, Siliguri and Executive Magistrate in relation to the Metropolitan area of Siliguri and being empowered so to do by the State Govt. do hereby-

1. Prohibit assembly of five (5) or more persons within the radius of 100 (one hundred) meters of the periphery of the examination venue within the Metropolitan area of Siliguri; and 

2. Prohibit plying of loud speaker, microphone etc in and around 200 (two hundred) meters examination venues. Use of Mobile Phones in an around 200 (two hundred) meters except the invigilators & venue in-charge is strictly prohibited; and

3. Prohibit all the Photo Copying Centres located within 100 meters from the examination venues on the day of examination from 08:00 hrs till examination process is over.

Now therefore, in exercise of the power conferred by Sub-section (1) read with sub sec (3) of Sec. 144 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 (Act 2 of 1974) I, Akhilesh Chaturvedi, IPS, Commissioner of Police, Siliguri Police Commissionerate and Executive Magistrate for the Metropolitan area of Siliguri, do hereby prohibit movement of foodgrains and foodstuff i.e. rice,  paddy, sugar, salt, wheat, pulses and other essential commodities and movement of trucks carrying cattle, livestock etc from 7-00 P.M each day to 6-00 AM next morning daily within 8 kms of Indo-Bangladesh International Border areas under Siliguri Police Commissionerate. In addition to this, grazing of cattle at night within 300 (Three hundred) meters of Indo-Bangladesh International Border is also prohibited from 7-00 PM each day to 6-00 AM next morning.

 ASI (UB) 24 Avijit Chanda of Siliguri Police Commissionerate, Siliguri was charged with gross negligence and dereliction of duty unbecoming of a member of Police Force. 

 The charge as drawn up against   ASI (UB) 24 Avijit Chanda is summarized below:- 
On 12/07/2013 he married Smt. Madhusree Chanda (Paul)   according to Hindu rites and customs. Since then he has been mentally and physically abusing his wife. He is having an illicit affair with another woman even though he is married. He does not pay for the maintenance of his daughter and wife. His such act showed an aberration the ethics of disciplined department and tarnished the image of Police Department in the eye of common people.

The Charged ASI (UB) 24 Avijit Chanda received the copy of Charge & Statement of Allegation along with all relevant documents under his signature on 18.06.2021. In his written reply dated 01.07.2021, he did not plead guilty to the charges drawn up against him and preferred an open enquiry. The Proceedings File No. 07/2021 dated 10.06.2021 was endorsed to Shri Manabendu Sekhar Rakshit, the then Assistant Commissioner of Police, HQ, SPC for the enquiry and submission of findings at an early date. On completion of enquiry, he submitted his findings on 03/09/2022.  
 I have carefully gone through the deposition of prosecution witnesses, contents of exhibits, written statement of defence and all other related papers pertaining to this departmental enquiry. During course of enquiry, the Enquiry Officer had examined as many as ten P.Ws, concerned ten documents were referred to as exhibits. It is found that the enquiry was held as per rules and regulations and reasonable opportunity was also given to the Charged Officer to defend himself for the sake of natural justice. After weighing all documentary evidence, records, deposition of P.W.s the E.O. submitted his findings on 03/09/2022 with the opinion that all the charge against ASI (UB) 24 Avijit Chanda have been substantiated and exclusively proved.
On 02/11/2022 the Charged Officer was heard by me personally, wherein he did not plead guilty. 

After applying my mind judiciously, I agree with the findings of the E.O.  and pass the Final Order as :-
 “The pay of the Charged ASI (UB) 24 Avijit Chanda is withheld by 01 (one) increment from the next date of his increment for 01 (one) year without cumulative effect.”

  LSI (UB) Sahana Parvin of Siliguri Police Commissionerate was charged with moral turpitude , gross negligence and dereliction of duty unbecoming of a member of Police Force.

 The charge as drawn up against   LSI (UB) Sahana Parvin is summarized below:- 
  On 30/04/2020 at around 13.30 hrs. while being attached with Women PS under Siliguri Police Commissionerate,  she ( LSI Sahana Parvin) was returning from Salbari area after conducting raid and chased one suspected Car WB-74V-2500 which was carrying alleged NDPS substance and called GD Duty officer ASI Suresh Kami of Pradhan Nagar PS for assistance. Then as informed by the GD duty officer of Pradhannagar PS SI Basudeb Guha and ASI Abu Taleb reached SNT Godown at around 14.00 hrs and assisted her. She intercepted the Car along with its passenger and recovered 4 or more packets of alleged NDPS substance from the possession of passengers boarding vehicle WB-74V-2500. Later on, she along with SI Basudeb Guha and ASI Abu Taleb brought the vehicle with its passengers at Pradhannagar PS for interrogation and lodging FIR. But surprisingly she left Pradhannagar PS compound with that vehicle and passengers without intimating any superior officer and went to Women PS. She took apprehended persons to Women PS which could not be substantiated by rule of Law.  In spite of having recovered alleged NDPS substance, neither did she inform superior officer in time nor take legal formalities as per law.  Her such careless attitude and negligent act towards investigation as a Police Officer is against the ethics of disciplined Police Department.

Her such moral turpitude, indiscipline conduct and dereliction of duty is detrimental to this disciplined Police department and 
tantamount to infringement of Rule Nos. 03 & 04 of West Bengal servants’ conduct Rule, 1959.
The Charged LSI (UB) Sahana Parvin  received the copy of Charge & Statement of Allegation along with all relevant documents under her signature on 30/06/2020. In her written reply dated 06/07/2020, she did not plead guilty to the charge drawn up against her and preferred an open enquiry. The Proceedings File No. 18/2020 dated 30/06/2020 was endorsed to the Shri Shyamal Biswas  the then Assistant Commissioner of Police,  Investigation Unit, SPC for the enquiry and submission of findings at an early date. On his transfer to IB West Bengal the file was re-endorsed to Shri Gyalsen Lepcha, Assistant Commissioner of Police (Traffic HQ), SPC. On completion of enquiry, Shri Gyalsen Lepcha, Assistant Commissioner of Police (Traffic HQ) submitted his findings on 01.11.2022

I have carefully gone through the deposition of prosecution witnesses, contents of exhibits, written statement of defence and all other related papers pertaining to this departmental enquiry. During course of enquiry, the Enquiry Officer had examined as many as thirteen P.Ws, concerned ten documents were referred to as exhibits. It is found that the enquiry was held as per rules and regulations and reasonable opportunity was also given to the charged officer to defend herself for the sake of natural justice. After weighing all documentary evidence, records, deposition of P.W.s the E.O. submitted his findings on 01.11.2022 with the opinion that the charges levelled against her are proved beyond any shadow of doubt.

On 26.11.2022 the charged Officer was heard by me personally, wherein she did not plead guilty. 

After applying my mind judiciously, I agree with the findings of the E.O.  and pass the Final Order as :-

“The Pay of the Charged LSI UB) Sahana Parvin  is withheld by 01 (one) increment from the next date of her due increment for 01 (one) year without cumulative effect

Suspension period of the Charged LSI UB) Sahana Parvin   w.e.f.  20/05/2020 A.M. to  19/10/2020 P.M. is confirmed that means Charged officer will not get anything apart from subsistence allowance  whatever she has drawn.”

  After applying my mind judiciously, I pass the Final Order as:-
