SI (UB) MD. SHAJAHAN ALI OF SILIGURI POLICE COMMISSIONERATE

SI (UB) Md. Shajahan Ali of Siliguri Police Commissionerate was charged with gross negligence and dereliction of duty unbecoming of a member of Police Force.
 The charge as drawn up against   SI (UB) Md. Shajahan Ali is summarized below:- 
On 14/02/2022 at about 22.15 hrs one Pintu Bakshi S/O Late Gopal Bakshi of Shaktigarh road No. 4, PS NJP, Dist. Jalpaiguri was trying to cross the road at PNT more near Jalpaimore and one unknown vehicle knocked him down and fled away. On that day and time he (the Charged Officer) was engaged in CS-I Van duty and intentionally had been to Jalpaimore area with ulterior motive. Moreover when the RTA took place, he refused the locals to help them to shift the Victim to Hospital. His such act showed an aberration from the ethics of the disciplined department and tarnished the image of Police Department in the eye of common people.
The Charged Officer received the copy of Charge & Statement of Allegation along with all relevant documents under his signature on 03/03/2022. In his written reply dated 10/03/2022, he pleaded guilty to the charges drawn up against him and did not preferred an open enquiry. 
The Charged SI (UB) Md. Shajahan Ali was heard by the undersigned personally on 24/03/2022, wherein he again admitted his guilt and begged for mercy. 

 In view of all that has been stated above, it is evident that the Charged Officer is guilty of the charges framed against him in the departmental proceeding. He himself has pleaded guilty, which has confirmed that his admission of guilt is at his freewill after being fully aware of the charges and implication of his admission. 

After applying my mind judiciously, I pass the Final Order as:-

“The pay of the Charged SI (UB) Md. Shajahan Ali is withheld by 01 (one) increment from the next date of his due increment for 01 (one) year without cumulative effect.

As per Rule 883 of PRB Vol –I the Charged Officer is at liberty to appeal against this order before the Appellate Authority within 37 (thirty seven) days from the receipt of the copy of the Final Order.

 ASI (UB) 603 Sk. Maksud Ali of Siliguri Police Commissionerate was charged with moral turpitude, gross misconduct and dereliction of duty unbecoming of a member of Police Force. 

 The charge as drawn up against   ASI (UB) 603 Sk. Maksud Ali is summarized below:- 

While being posted at NBMC outpost under Matigara PS, on 05/02/2020 at about 13.15 hrs ASI Gopesh Ch. Barman was engaged in mobile van duty near Chathat medical more and stopped the truck having no. WB73B-5056 and asked the driver to produce the papers of the vehicle and loaded stones. The Truck driver failed to produce the same. Thereafter ASI Gopesh Ch. Barman asked the driver to take the Truck at NBMC OP premises. 

 In the mean time one Ajit Kr. Mishra, owner of the vehicle and media personals reached at the spot and produced documents of the said vehicle and alleged that ASI Sk. Maksud Ali (the charged officer) unnecessary harassed truck-drivers & owners by demanding money. He (the charged officer) issued Coupons which are signed by him for monthly payments. He threatened the owner of the vehicle through social media for monthly payments. During OR Part-I held on 03/03/2020 before the Dy. Commissioner of Police, Zone-II, SPC he accepted his fault and pleaded guilty.
 The Charged ASI (UB) 603 Sk. Maksud Ali received the copy of Charge & Statement of Allegation along with all relevant documents under his signature on 14/03/2020. In his written reply dated 17/03/2020, he did not plead guilty to the charges drawn up against him and preferred an open enquiry. The Proceedings File No. 10/2020 dated 12/03/2020 was endorsed to Shri Passang Topgay Bhutia, the Assistant Commissioner of Police, Traffic West, SPC for the enquiry and submission of findings at an early date. On completion of enquiry, he submitted his findings on 06/02/2022. 
 I have carefully gone through the deposition of prosecution witnesses, contents of exhibits, written statement of defense and all other related papers pertaining to this departmental enquiry. During course of enquiry, the Enquiry Officer had examined as many as 05 P.Ws, 02 D.Ws and concerned 04 documents were referred to as exhibits. It is found that the enquiry was held as per rules and regulations and reasonable opportunity was also given to the charged Officer to defend himself for the sake of natural justice. After weighing all documentary evidence, records, deposition of P.W.s, D.Ws the E.O. submitted his findings on 06/02/2022 with the opinion that the Charge as framed in the instant departmental proceeding against the charged Officer is proved beyond any shadow of doubt.
On 24/03/2022 the charged ASI (UB) 603 Sk. Maksud Ali was heard by me personally, wherein he did not plead guilty. 

After applying my mind judiciously, I agree with the findings of the E.O.  and pass the Final Order as :-

 “The pay of the Charged ASI (UB) 603 Sk. Maksud Ali is withheld by 01 (one) increment from the next date of his due increment for 01 (one) year without cumulative effect.
Suspension period of the Charged ASI (UB) 603 Sk. Maksud Ali with effect from   08/03/2020 A.M. to  30/03/2020 P.M. is confirmed that means Charged officer will not get anything apart from subsistence allowance  whatever he has drawn.”
As per Rule 883 of PRB Vol –I the Charged Officer is at liberty to appeal against this order  before the  Appellate Authority within 37 (thirty seven) days from the receipt of the copy of  the Final  Order.
