WHEREAS, Higher Secondary Examination 2024 conducted by West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary Examination will be held on 16th, 17th, 19th, 20th, 21st, 22nd, 23rd, 24th, 27th , 28th , 29th 2024 from 09.45 A.M. to 1.00 P.M. in the 29 (Twenty-Nine) venues (List enclosed)  within the area of Siliguri Police Commissionerate as per vide Memo No. DS(Exam)/006/2024  Dated 18/01/2024 of Deputy Secretary (Examination), West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary Education, Vidyasagar Bhavan, 9/2, Block-DJ, Sector – II, Salt Lake, Kolkata – 700091, Separate sheets of venues list are enclosed herewith;

WHEREAS, there is apprehension of breach of peace and tranquility on the days of examination in the vicinity of the examination venues;

WHEREAS, it is felt expedient to pass certain directions to prevent obstructions, annoyance or injury to any person employed in connection with the examination and to prevent any danger to life, safety or disturbance to the examination and other persons;

WHEREAS, it is further felt expedient to arrange for speedy remedy in case of breach of peace and public tranquility on the aforesaid day in and around the examination venues;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the power conferred by sub sec (1) read with sub sec (3) of Sec. 144 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 (2 of 1974) I, C. Sudhakar, IPS, Commissioner of Police, Siliguri and Executive Magistrate in relation to the Metropolitan area of Siliguri and being empowered so to do by the State Govt. do hereby-

1. In exercise of power conferred upon me u/s- 144 (2) Cr.P.C. direct that 5 (five) or more person, other than examinees, invigilator, support staff and such other person related to the said examination shall not assemble in the compound/ premises/ around the venue of said examination; and 

2. Prohibit assembly of  5 (five) or more persons within the radius of 100 (one hundred) meters of the periphery of the examination venue within the Metropolitan area of Siliguri; and 

3. Prohibit plying of loud speaker, microphone etc in and around 100 (one hundred) meters of examination venues. Use of Mobile Phones in an around 100 (one hundred) meters except the invigilators & venue in-charge is strictly prohibited; and

4. I do hereby also prohibit entrance of any person except those concerned with the conduct of the said examination within the compound of the examination venue after the commencement of the examination till its completion; and

5. Prohibit all the Photo Copying Centers & Cyber Cafes located within 100 (One hundred) meters from the examination venues on the days of examination as aforesaid from 07:00 a.m. till completion of examination process ; and

6. Exigency of the situation does not allow me to serve the notice to the aggrieved parties, if any, and the order is passed ex-parte u/s 144(2) of Cr.P.C of 1973.

Whereas, in my opinion, there is sufficient ground for proceeding under the said section for immediate prevention of disturbances of public tranquillity and breach of peace within the area-in-question of the Siliguri Police Commissionerate.

Now therefore, in exercise of the power conferred by Sub-section (1) read with sub sec (3) of Sec. 144 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 (Act 2 of 1974) read with the sub-Section (3) of the said Section, I,          C. Sudhakar, IPS, Commissioner of Police, Siliguri Police Commissionerate and Executive Magistrate for the Metropolitan area of Siliguri, do hereby prohibit for the period 60 (sixty) days from 22nd February 2024 to 21st April 2024 until further order, any assembly of 05 (five) or more person in procession or the carrying of any lathi or other dangerous weapons or the doing of any act which is likely  to cause disturbances to the public tranquillity and breach of the peace within the said area of NJP PS, Siliguri Police Commissionerate.

FINAL ORDER PASSED BY SHRI JOY TUDU, IPS, DY. COMMISSIONER OF POLICE (HQ)  SILIGURI  POLICE COMMISSIONERATE IN C/W THIS UNIT PROCEEDING  NO-20/2022  DATED-15/07/2022  DRAWN UP AGAINST SI (UB) MD. ZIAUL HOQUE  OF SILIGURI POLICE COMMISSIONERATE 
 The charge as drawn up against   SI (UB) Md. Ziaul Hoque  is summarized below:-

While being posted at Siliguri Police Commissionerate you [SI (UB) Md. Ziaul Hoque] seek for permission to purchase land and accordingly submitted asset statement  and but since after 2013 you did not submit any declaration of assets statement.   You also own  property at Biswas Colony under Matigara PS, Siliguri PC where  27 rooms have been given on rent to different persons mostly hawkers. But during an  enquiry it is found that, neither you inform the appointing authority nor  there is any reflection of  your rental income in  Income Tax Computation from  the last 05 (five) years.

 The charged SI (UB) Md. Ziaul Hoque received the copy of Charge & Statement of Allegation along with all relevant documents under his signature on 16.07.2022. In his written reply dated 27.07.2022, he did not plead guilty to the charges drawn up against him and preferred an open enquiry. The Proceedings File No. 20/2022 dated 15.07.2022 was endorsed to Shri Suraj Thakur Assistant Commissioner of Police (HQ), SPC as E.O. for the enquiry and submission of findings at  an early date.  On Completion of enquiry, the E.O Shri Suraj Thakur Assistant Commissioner of Police (HQ), SPC submitted his findings on  31.01.2024.

 I have carefully gone through the deposition of prosecution witnesses, Defence witness, contents of exhibits, written statement of defence and all other related papers pertaining to this departmental enquiry. During course of enquiry, the Enquiry Officer had examined as many as 05 P.Ws, 01 D.W,  concerned  03 documents were referred to as exhibits. It is found that the enquiry was held as per rules and regulations and reasonable opportunity was also given to the Charged Officer to defend himself for the sake of natural justice. After weighing all documentary evidence, records, deposition of P.W.s  the E.O. submitted his findings on 31.01.2024  with the opinion that   Charge levelled against the Charged Officer  SI (UB) Md. Ziaul Hoque has been proved in this enquiry beyond any doubt. 

On 09.02.2024  the Charged SI (UB) Md. Ziaul Hoque was heard by me personally, wherein he did not plead guilty.

After applying my mind judiciously, I agree with the findings of the E.O. and pass the Final Order as:-

“The pay of the Charged SI (UB) Md. Ziaul Hoque  is immediately  reduced by one increment for one year  i.e w.e.f February-2024 to January-2025  without cumulative effect.”

As per Rule 883 of PRB Vol –I the Charged Const. is at liberty to appeal against this order  before the  Appellate Authority within 37 (thirty seven) days from the receipt of the copy of  the Final  Order

But instead of performing duty you along with ASI (UB) 440  Ram Prasad Adhikary, LC-1338 Pranita Lama, LC-1215 Pema Dolma Tamang, LC-1288 Narmada Rai and Const-1634 Yogesh Pandey entered inside, enjoyed the program and dance in the pub inspite of being briefed by Shri Amaresh Singh , I/C Bhaktinagar PS, SPC . 

The charged SI (UB) Ramanath Karjee received the copy of Charge & Statement of Allegation along with all relevant documents under his signature on 17.12.2022. In his written reply dated 23.12.2022, he did not plead guilty to the charges drawn up against him and preferred an open enquiry. The Proceedings File No. 27/2022 dated 14.12.2022 was endorsed to Shri Moksedur Rahaman, Assistant Commissioner of Police (ICP Fulbari), SPC as E.O. for the enquiry and submission of findings at an early date. On completion of enquiry, the E.O. Shri Moksedur Rahaman, Assistant Commissioner of Police (ICP Fulbari), SPC  submitted his findings on 07.02.2024.
  I have carefully gone through the deposition of prosecution witnesses, Defence witness, contents of exhibits, written statement of defence and all other related papers pertaining to this departmental enquiry. During course of enquiry, the Enquiry Officer had examined as many as twenty six (26)  P.Ws,  concerned three (03)  documents were referred to as exhibits. It is found that the enquiry was held as per rules and regulations and reasonable opportunity was also given to the Charged Officer to defend himself for the sake of natural justice. After weighing all documentary evidence, records, deposition of P.W.s  the E.O. submitted his findings on 07.02.2024  with the opinion that  the allegation of dancing by on duty SI Ramanath Karjee inside Hastag Pub could not be established.

On 09.02.2024  the Charged SI (UB) Ramanath Karjee was heard by me personally, wherein he did not plead guilty.

After applying my mind judiciously, I agree with the findings of the E.O. and pass the Final Order as:-

“After careful consideration of all the pros & cons of the proceedings file, the Charged SI (UB) Ramanath Karjee is exonerated from the all charges as levelled against him and the Proceeding is filed.”

On 11.11.2022 at 12.30 hrs on the specific source of information he has arrested  one Arpan Sarkar S/O Upendra Sankar of Prakritigram, P.S- Sadar, Dist- Darjeeling  from Salbari Bazar and put him inside the lockup.  On the same day at around 16.55 hrs the accused attempted to commit suicide by hanging himself at male P.S lockup by a piece of bed sheet. SI (UB) Atanu Majumder of Pradhanagar PS, SPC noticed the incident and the accused was rescued and shifted to the Medica North Bengal Clinic Nursing home, Pradhanagar for his treatment. 


 During Enquiry it was found that he [SI (UB) Sibdhan Karmakar] has arrested the accused Arpan Sarkar on 09.11.2022 detained him under the ground of interrogation  for 48 hrs from the time of officially recorded  Memo of Arrest  on 11.11.2022 at 12.30 hrs.  Being the I.O of the case you tried to mislead the Superior Officer  by hiding the actual fact regarding the arrest and unlawful detention of accused Arpan Sarkar for 48 hrs which led to the situation of attempting to commit suicide.

 The charged SI (UB) Sibdhan Karmakar received the copy of Charge & Statement of Allegation along with all relevant documents under his signature on 15.02.2023. In his written reply dated 20.02.2023, he did not plead guilty to the charges drawn up against him and preferred an open enquiry. The Proceedings File No. 08/2023 dated 10.02.2023 was endorsed to Shri Moksedur Rahaman, Assistant Commissioner of Police (ICP Fulbari), SPC as E.O. for the enquiry and submission of findings at an early date. On completion of enquiry, the E.O. Shri Moksedur Rahaman, Assistant Commissioner of Police (ICP Fulbari), SPC  submitted his findings on 29.01.2024.

 I have carefully gone through the deposition of prosecution witnesses, Defence witness, contents of exhibits, written statement of defence and all other related papers pertaining to this departmental enquiry. During course of enquiry, the Enquiry Officer had examined as many as seven P.Ws,  concerned  eight  documents were referred to as exhibits. It is found that the enquiry was held as per rules and regulations and reasonable opportunity was also given to the Charged Officer to defend himself for the sake of natural justice. After weighing all documentary evidence, records, deposition of P.W.s  the E.O. submitted his findings on 29.01.2024  with the opinion that  this is a case of mistake of fact. Since no Charge has been established against the charged officer  SI (UB) Sibdhan Karmakar.

On 09.02.2024  the Charged SI (UB) Sibdhan Karmakar was heard by me personally, wherein he did not plead guilty.

After applying my mind judiciously, I agree with the findings of the E.O. and pass the Final Order as:-
